The weather,  however,  in no way 
daunted our Kauai hosts in the matter 
of hospitality, which is flawless.  Each 
year, they seem to out do the previous 
year's effort. This  year, the sailing 
team was treated to a fine Halloween 
costume party at the Kauai Surf  Hotel, 
which featured a super steak fry and 
some pretty witty costume com bin a­
tions, as well as lunch on both Satu r­
day and Sunday.  The treat will be 
long remembered and was much 
appreciated.

Sunday brought more of the same 
in the way of weather; lots of rain, 
with it an occassional but always u n­
predictable breeze. Through the dow n­
pours, with puffs of  wind from here 
and there, came a four race series. 
The last being a race against the set­
ting sun somewhere above the clouds 
and the clock;  for the last race ended

a little less than an hour before flight 
time.

The races this year were sailed by 
five contestants from each club, and 
all races were started from Kalapaki 
Beach in front of  the Kauai Yacht 
Club. K au a i ’s very f ine team was made 
up of Bill Balfour, Walt Briant,  Clyde 
French, T om m y Hinds, and Jack S h e e ­
han. T he  participating Outrigger sail ­
ors were Brant Ackerman,  Bobby 
Anderson,  Mike Holmes,  Cline Mann 
and Tom Reiner.  Low point man for 
the Outrigger and the best score for 
all contestants was Mike Holmes 
with I 2 V2 points,  followed closely by 
Walt Briant of Kauai with 12%  points. 
Mike chalked up two first place posi­
tions while Walt took one  first place. 
The Kauai Yacht C lu b ’s total points 
were 93V2 ; Outrigger’s were 12 8 V2 .* 
*ln sailing, the low point team is the winner.

The Hobie Cat 
National Championships

The Outrigger Canoe Club sent its 
three best Hobie Cat sailors to this 
year ’s Hobie Cat National Cham pio n­
ships held at Surfside.  near Houston. 
Texas on the Gulf  Coast. The three 
Outrigger representatives were Leith 
Anderson,  Mike Holmes and Harold 
Hutchings. Leith, a previous conten­
der in the Hobie Nationals,  took an 
overall place of 15th in the A class, 
up from his previous year ’s showing 
in Florida where he was 18th overall. 
Mike Holmes, sailing in the B class, 
took 23d overall.  Hutchings sailed

in both 14 A where he was 30th over­
all. and 16 ’s where he did not finish 
because of an injury. Mike described 
the conditions much like Kauai, no 
wind and somewhat of a drifting 
match, and this, coupled with about 
50 boats on the starting line, made 
a tough situation for a rough water 
sailor. Mike said the experience he 
gained from this kind of competition 
alone was worth the trip and he feels 
much the better for his efforts.

OCC Goes For Broke 
in Annual Running 
Championships

The turnout for the Olympic Club 
of San Francisco ’s 9th Annual Run­
ning Championships was outstand­
ing. As of October 20th. the Outrigger 
runners were in second spot for over­
all honors.  The scoring for the multi­
club event is calculated on the average 
mileage run by the participating club's 
runners for the month of October.  A 
small club like the Outrigger has a 
real chance  of out-running a big club 
like Olympic,  even though they have 
more runners in the program. On the 
20th of October,  the Aerobic Center 
of Dallas,  Texas was leading the way 
with an average per runner for the 
three weeks,  of 82.5 miles. The Out­
rigger runners were second with an 
average of 64.7 for the same period. 
For the final week, Outrigger put a 
tremendous number  of miles to try 
to edge the Aerobic runners.

As of now (Nov. 12) the results are 
not known for the other participating 
clubs, but the Outrigger’s figures are 
in and are very impressive. We had
21 runners in the program. Their  total 
mileage run was 2213 for the month, 
a daily average of over 71 miles for 
all runners and a daily average per 
runner of 3.38 miles. Som e of the old 
pros chalked up as much as 12.35 
average miles per day. There  were 9 
runners, including two women, Mary 
Muirhead and Joy Crandlemire. who 
ran well above the averages.

The Olympic Club of  San Francisco 
holds the event each October to 
encourage running as a part of the 
healthy life. On the 20th of October, 
the Olympic Club was next down the 
list with an average of 50.9 miles per 
runner for the three weeks.
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
